As I write this, 117 of the Holy Cow! Church Assessment Tool (CAT) surveys have been completed and sent on to Columbus, 

OH. I hope you are in that number, but if youôre not, there is still time to get it done. Pleasant Hills Church has entered into a 

contract with Holy Cow! Consulting to assess where we are as a congregation and where we wish to go as a faith community. 

This CAT survey is very, very important. You can fill it out three ways. Follow the instructions in the letter that you received and 

you can complete it in about 15 minutes from your computer at home, you can use a computer in Room 115 on Sundays from 

9:00 AM to 1:00 PM. From Monday through Thursday, the computers are available in Room 115 from 10:00 AM until 2:00 PM. 

Paper versions of the survey are also available. As David Boger said, ñOur 

goal is to have 500 surveys sent in.ò On July 4, the window will close when 

surveys can be sent in, so make sure you personally have responded to this 

survey! 

 

As a follow up to the survey, there will be a Leadership Conference on July 

18 at 7:30 p.m. at the church in which Susan Tamborini Czolgosz will be 

interpreting the results of the survey to PHCPC. We will learn a great deal 

about ourselves which will be helpful to the Pastoral Nominating Committee 

when it is formed. 

 

I know we are all so proud of the many people headed off on mission trips 

this summer. I applaud those who went to Gulfport, MS (April 6 to 10 ), to Haiti (May 30-June 7), those who will be going to 

Jackson, MS (June 26-July 2), those going to the North Side of Pittsburgh (June 26-July 2), and Sharon and Amanda Stewart 

who will be traveling to Malawi on June 30. These kinds of trips are life changing, and when you get back you never look at 

your life the same way. Many of the members of PHCPC could have taken a pleasure cruise or a dream vacation to some 

paradise destination, but instead they deliberately chose to use their 

ministry skills alongside people who are in pain or are still reeling from a 

loss years ago. One person returned to say, ñThis is my first experience in 

a third world country and I will never see myself or my situation the same 

way.ò But there is also a reverse flow to all this ï we give of ourselves, 

but we also receive so much in ways we did not expect. 

 

July 10 also marks an important date in the life of the Presbyterian 

Church (USA). Earlier this year, 173 presbyteries across this nation voted 

on three General Assembly overtures, and all three had the potential of 

going into effect that day. We know now that the New Form of 

Government (nFog) has passed and we will be using at some point a 

slimmed-down version of the Book of Order. The proposed Belhar 

Confession did not receive sufficient votes (it required a two-thirds vote 

of presbyteries) and it will not become part of our Book of Confessions. Overture 10-A has passed and one section of our 

ordination standards will have new language. The statement requiring candidates ñto live either in fidelity within the covenant of 

marriage between a man and a woman, or chastity in singlenessò will be replaced with language directing that candidates 

ñsubmit joyfully to the Lordship of Christ in all aspects of life.ò 

 

Pray for the Transition Team as they complete the work on the CAT survey and move into the phase of discussion and feedback 

groups. Pray for our great denomination as change continues to happen all around us. Pray for the various search teams that look 

for a new business manager and look to put in place people to lead us in worship and music ministry. God is good, God will lead us.

Organist Mark W. Frazier in Concert  

Sunday Afternoon, July 31 at 3:00 PM  

Organist Mark W. Frazier will present a special concert in our Sanctuary on Sunday, July 31. Mark is a "son" of Pleasant Hills 

Church, having been confirmed here in 1973. His father, Robert, was 

Minister of Music here at Pleasant Hills from 1964 to 1981. 

"I am thrilled to be able to return to the church in which I grew up and 

have a chance to play this wonderful instrument" Mark said. He went 

on to say "The far ranging vision of Chairman James Stark and the 

Organ Committee who purchased this amazing little instrument was 

remarkable in 1970, and still is in the present day. George Bozeman's 

concert last summer as part of the National Organ Historical Societyôs 

convention and the enthusiastic response among the organists present 

really brought this point home to me." 

With a nod to this vision and history, Mark will present the same 

concert given at the initial dedication of this instrument on April 26, 

1970, by organist George Markey. The program will include music by 

diverse composers, from Bruhns, Handel and Bach to French masters 

such as Vierne and Duruflé. "That concert those many years ago served 

as one of the prime motivators for me to pursue the organ as my 

primary instrument" Mark offered. "As a 10 year old, I had no idea that 

organ music could be so incredibly cool! Ironically, exactly four years 

later, on April 26, 1974, I made my "debut" playing this organ as part 

of the rock opera "Thank the Lord" by Clyde Ligons. What a wonderful odyssey it has been since!" 

Markôs journey has taken him to serve churches of different denominations in Ohio, Iowa, Virginia, and North Carolina. (As he 

likes to put it, ñIt really is the same God whether people call themselves Presbyterian, Methodist, Episcopal, or Baptist!ò) He has 

worked as an aural programmer and keyboardist for diverse theatrical productions, and had the privilege of accompanying noted 

opera star Kathleen Battle for a program for the school children of Scioto County, Ohio. He is currently Director of Music 

Ministries at South Congregational Church UCC in Concord, NH, and is the accompanist for the Concord Chorale. Last 

summer, he was one of the recitalists at the Organ Historical Societyôs 2010 Pittsburgh Convention. He presented music by 

Pittsburgh composers Roland Leich and Robert Farrell. He also presented a piece written especially for him by former Pleasant 

Hills organist Luke Mayernik, as well as one of his own compositions, ñThe Whimsical Frustretudeò.

What Happens in Phoenixé

éwonôt stay in Phoenix! At least not this time around. Thatôs because I have too much to share. 

Imagine a lovely hotel in the heart of Phoenix. Each day flanked by worship, peppered with networking, and in between filled 

with rich instruction and enlightenment on the topics of stewardship, planned giving, and endowments. Some 200-300 

Presbyterian representatives attended Stewardship Kaleidoscope Feb. 28-Mar. 2, 2011. I was one of those attendees. 

As your Stewardship Elder (chair), my focus was twofold: stewardship methodologies that work and, more importantly, what 

planned giving is all about. As such, the seminars I chose included ñEndowment 101ò, and ñPlanned Giving 101ò, among others. 

In addition to selected seminars, we were also graced by several plenary speakers. These included: 

Rev. Jana L. Childers ï Professor of Homiletics and Speech Communication at San Francisco Theological Seminary 

Will G. Enright, Ph.D. ï executive director of the Lake Institute on Faith and Giving at the Center on Philanthropy at Indiana 

University 

Rev. Karl Travis ï senior pastor of First Presbyterian Church in Fort Worth, Texas. 

These experts shared their expertise and offered advice and coaching to us between seminars and during social networking 

segments. It was invaluable. 

So what did I learn? Too much to capture in a single article. But here are some highlights: 

Stewardship/giving patterns vary by generations, in terms of motivations for giving, perceived meaning of money, attitude 

toward institutional church, and current financial reality. 

Charitable giving is related to economic cycles. 

People of faith are generous givers. 

Baby boomer or Americans born from 1946 to 1964 are projected to inherit $8.4 trillion at 2009 levels. 

Most worshipers make regular financial contributions to their congregations (83%); 5% donôt contribute; and 12% give a 

small amount when they attend. 

80% of Presbyterians have wills, 1 out of 8 has put the Church in their will. 

Religious Americans are unusually active in civic life. 

Churches and donors are uncomfortable talking about money. 

Each of these topics was covered in substantial detail, backed by real world data and experience, and including tips, techniques, 

and tools for continuous improvement. I am still assimilating it all ï but suffice it to say I learned a lot in two and a half days! I 

appreciated the opportunity to represent our church in this event. Please trust that your Stewardship team will be applying this 

learning to the future of PHCPC.

What Do Volunteers Do for Our Hosted Families?  

Volunteers are the hosts who serve our guests in very practical ways. Volunteers sign up to do a specific task on a specific day. 
You will never be asked to be a policeman, social worker or miracle worker. Just a host. 

Driving the van:  

The driver arrives at PHCPC at 6:00 AM to drive the IHN van. The driver drops off the hosted families in Crafton, and brings the 
van back to church. In the evening, the driver returns to the church at 4:15 PM, drives the van to Crafton, picks up our guests and 
brings them back to the church. It is helpful if this volunteer has experience driving a van, but no special license is required. (A 
van drives like a very big automobile.) 

Cooking a dinner:  

This volunteer provides a dinner (including drinks and desserts) at the church for our guests. Dinner is served at 6:00 PM. Clean-
up is pretty simple. Plan on being at the church from 6:00-8:00 PM.  

Cooks are encouraged to join the families for dinner, although itôs not mandatory. Hosts who eat with their guests likely enjoy 
themselves more. Tim Comer will let you know how many adults and children are being hosted and if there are any diet 
restrictions. Please remember that our hosted families usually have small children who are probably not adventurous eaters. The 
meal can be anything from a home-cooked dinner to take-out pizza. 

Staying overnight:  

Overnight hosts come to the church at 8:00 PM and leave the next morning at 6:00 AM. All the host really has to bring is a 
pillow. Bringing your sleeping bag is convenient, but mattress, sheets and blankets are provided. There are two single mattresses 
available for the host, so couples or a parent and child can stay over together.  

The most important thing an overnight host does is make our guest families feel welcome. Some of our guests want to talk and 
appreciate the host lending an ear; almost every parent appreciates a host who helps keep an eye on the children by talking and/or 
playing with them. You can watch TV with the guests or simply give your guests time to themselves (leaving your room door 
open until bedtime so they know youôre available). Everyone tends to go to sleep very early. At 5:30 AM, the host gives a quick 
knock on each familyôs door as a wake-up call. 

If any emergency situation arises, the overnight host has a list of numbers to call depending on what is happening. Someone else 
(Tim Comer, IHN staff, 911, etc.) takes care of any problems. The instructions are spelled out clearly so the host always knows 
exactly who to call. 

Sign up for any of these volunteer jobs on the white board located in the Great Room Lobby. Hurry before all the good jobs on 
all the good days are taken!

playground. The playground was a 

disaster. It was filled with cracks, 

holes, and rust making it dangerous 

and unstable for children to play on. 

Our team demolished the remains of 

the playground and we were going to 

help rebuild it, but we were unable to 

do so since we did not get the parts in 

time because of the recent 

hurricanes.The next team that is 

going down to EBAC will rebuild the 

playground.  

Another project that we completed 

was repainting the dining hall area 

where the kids ate. The building is in 

very poor shape containing rats, 

cockroaches, and other various 

insects. We painted the area a bright 

yellow color which helped liven up 

the dull room. 

Our daily routine started off with 

eating breakfast and then afterwards we spent time with kids by 

playing games and talking with them until lunch time.  

After lunch, we spent more time with kids until dinner. After 

dinner, our team went back to our apartment building we were 

living in at the orphanage. To end our day, we met as a group to 

worship God by singing songs and talking about how the day 

went.  

A couple of days during the trip were a little different from our 

normal schedule. Our group had the option of going to another 

orphanage called Idadee to give the husband and wife running 

the orphanage a break. The couple is newly married and never 

has time to spend together, let alone eat a meal with one another. 

They are responsible for taking care of eight two-year-olds and 

have two children of their own that are over the age of five. Our 

group split into two groups and each group went a different day 

to give the husband and wife a break by spending time with the 

kids.  

We were able to set up a few movie nights for the kids at EBAC.
